	RE
	By experiencing wonder and joy through learning about and from stories, celebrations, rituals and different expressions of religion and worldviews.
By asking and responding to questions of meaning and purpose.
By exploring spiritual practices such as worship and prayer and considering the impact of these on believers as well as any relevance to their own life.
	Developing understanding of other beliefs and how this impacts the life they live and the choices that they make. 
	By considering questions about God and evaluating truth claims.

	English
	Responding to poems stories and rhymes and appreciating the beauty of language and the stories it tells us that allows us to be transported to other worlds. Question about how this made you feel? 
What sort of things do you encourage pupils to write about? 
Are there any opportunities to write about things that have profound value or matter deeply to pupils? 
How is this content valued? 
E.g., should a poem or story about a family member be reduced to an evaluation of SPAG?
	Share stories and rhymes with others, Listening to language. 
Understanding of other and empathy with characters, and themes. 
Are there opportunities to be involved in collaborative writing to encourage a greater awareness of their own and other’s skills?

	By allowing insight and self-expression to walk in someone else’s shoes.
	Interpret the power of story with others.
	Exploring how this makes us feel if… Think beyond. 

	Maths
	By making connections between pupils’ numeracy skills and real life. 
Appreciate the beauty of symmetry, patterns in times tables.
	Appreciation for problem solving together
	 I wonder if we ever stop counting… Patterns and nature.  Look at patterns around us. Patterns in threes.  What can’t you measure? 

	Science
	By demonstrating openness to the fact that some answers cannot yet be proven by science. 
By creating opportunities for pupils to ask questions about how living things rely on and contribute to their environment.
	Appreciate the creations that others have made to heal, solve problems illnesses etc in our lives. For example, Sir Alexanders Flemmings creation of Penicillin. 
	How did…get created? 
Questions about space and our existence? 
Creation and the appreciative. Are there questions that science doesn’t answer for us?

	Art
	Appreciation of beauty through pictures, models and images.
Providing plenty of rich opportunities for pupils to explore both their creativity.
	Sharing understanding and appreciation of art with one another.

	History
	By looking and local history and investigation the reasons why there is a landmark, building or museum.
By speculating about how we mark important events from history and the people who shaped them.
	Making comparisons between how we live now and how others lived in xxx.
	By considering how things would be different if the course of events had been different   for example what difference would it have made if the Normans had not been successful in 1066?
How does history impact our world today? 
Understanding some of the challenging moments in history, Holocaust for example.

	Geography
	Appreciating the world and how we are called to look after it
Appreciation of the size of our world
Understanding what it might mean to live in other parts of the world.
	Comparing their lives with pupils living in other countries or other parts of the UK, through partnerships and programmes such as Lyfta and Global Neighbours
	Making links with history when exploring the environment and speculating why the landscape is as it is.
Appreciation of biomes and habitats and the wonder of creation of our world.

	DT
	By enjoying and celebrating personal creativity.
By reviewing and evaluating created things.
Accepting mistakes and learning from them.
	Problem solving with others Sharing skills with each other.
What are the consequences of design for our world?
	Celebrating personal creativity
Appreciate the beauty in design, for example the Gherkin. Are designs flawed? How does this impact our world? 
What might be invented next? 
Do designers design for monetary of other benefits.

	PE
	By taking part in activities such as dance, games and gymnastics and help pupils to become more focused connected and creative. Become aware of their own strengths and limitations.
	By delighting in movement, particularly when pupils can show spontaneity.
Celebrating when others achieve.
Celebrating connections when part of a team. 
Sense of community being more than the sum of your parts.
